At approximately 2315 hours, Officers Michael Yurkevicious and Donald Southall, along 
with Sergeant Michael Shaw, responded to Main Street Chinese, for a report of a robbery 
involving the delivery person.  
 
Police responded to the restaurant, as well as the crime scene at 14 Foster Street. The 55 
year old male victim was transported to Hubbard Regional Hospital for injuries to his 
face and mouth.  
 
Sergeant Shaw and Officer Southall secured the scene and awaited the arrival of a blood 
hound from the Southbridge Police Department. Sergeant Daniel Southall and his 
bloodhound, Holly arrived and a track was done.

All three parties were arrested at 47 Elm Street, a short distance away from the crime 
scene and charged with the following:
